Minutes of the Spring meeting of Euromeetings

The meeting began at 6 p.m.

1. Welcome by the President

On behalf of Euromeetings, the President, Rajne Soderberg, welcomed all the members to the spring meeting in Birmingham. 
2. Roll call

The attendance list was circulated for signature at the beginning of the meeting (see Annex 1).

3. Minutes of the General Assembly in Varna 

There were no comments on the minutes of the General Assembly, which had taken place on 12 October 2006 in Varna, Bulgaria (see Annex 2).
4. Anti-doping statement by the EAA and IAAF 

Christian Milz, General Secretary EAA presented the new proposal from EAA. The EAA wants to continue its strong fight against doping. In this respect, the EAA wrote a clear statement with its proposal to change rules for anti-doping issues. A press conference was given during the Birmingham Indoors on the afternoon of 1 March 2007 (see copy of the statement given to the press - Annex 3). In order to avoid having the press’s attention on the athletes sentenced, it was proposed that those athletes suspended could not compete for the following 2 years. The IAAF and the Council were in favour of giving a 2-year or 4year ban but this had not yet been decided. The idea would be to harmonise the whole process. A decision with all International Federations would be taken during the WADA General Assembly which will take place in Madrid on 17 November 2007. Rajne also showed a short PowerPoint presentation (see Annex 4), with the following proposal: 

· Propose to IAAF to extend the ban from 2 to 4 years for major doping offences
· Support the EAA in its action against doping

· Agree not to invite athletes who we think will cause negative publicity to our event and to our sport. A past doping offence could be one such reason
No one was against this proposal and it was agreed to give this out at the official statement of Euromeetings. Rajne thanked Christian Milz for his presentation. 
5. Calendars 2007/2008
The schedules were reviewed and the changes were made directly on screen (see Annex 5a and 5b). These calendars are drafts and they would be confirmed in October at our General Assembly to be held in Malta. 
6. Residency of Euromeetings
This point is still on hold. Fedde had obtained an account number with his meeting account and, together with Jacky Delapierre, they would discuss this point to see the best way to register. Further details would be confirmed to the members as soon as the contacts with the Chamber of commerce had been made. 

7. Athletes’ contract (anti-doping, prize money, travel and hotel costs)
The Prize money schedule for the WAT would be decided on Sunday 4 March 2007 by the IAAF. 
No changes regarding travel and hotel costs for 2007. The currency proposed was dollars unless agreed differently with one meeting. 

A copy of the athletes’ contract prepared by Ian Stewart (annex 6) was sent to all members as a basis which can be adapted specifically for each one’s meeting, and legally it would be much better should there be any issues. It could of course be implemented and updated according to the issues that had been raised. The aim of this contract was to protect everyone’s interest. The members thanked Ian for his work in clearing up this point. It was also mentioned to collect the percentage of tax deductions for each meeting. Everyone was requested to send this information to Rajne Soderberg (with a copy to Dani Stettler) at the latest by the end of April 2007.
8. Elections of the Board 
The “Ligue Nord Pas de Calais d'Athlétisme”, organiser of  the EAA permit "Meeting de Lille Metropole" has applied for the position of non-IAAF permit meeting, Alfons Juck proposed Mr Mikhail Butov from Russia, the organiser of Znamenskiy Memorial (EAA Permit) and Russian Winter (IAAF Indoor permit) and Rajne Soberberg proposed Alfons Juck. 
The results were as follows: 

Mr Gérard Frémaux, Lille Métropole: 11

Mr Mikhail Butov, Znamensky Memorial: 10

Mr  Alfons Juck, Slovakia Athletic Bridge: 15

Messrs Alfons Juck and Gérard Frémaux were accepted as new members of the Board. 
9. New constitution of Euromeetings
The constitution had been revised with the changes sent to all members prior to the meeting and after a final revision, the changes were accepted. The new constitution would be effective as on 1 March 2007 (see annex 7). 
10. Any other business
Alfons Juck proposed having a newsletter on our website. If this service was accepted, the information put in the newsletter could also be used for each meeting. The Board would negotiate with Alfons regarding the costs of such a service. It was suggested including his fees in the annual fee for the members. A decision would be taken and all members would be informed in the next few days. On this occasion, Yaras Munir and all the members thanked Alfons for all his work to have our website continuously updated. To have this work properly, it was of course all members’ duty to send their updates, changes, and amendments to Alfons.
IDTM International Doping Tests and Management had made a proposal to Euromeetings. A copy of the proposal is attached (see Annex 8). Before deciding anything, it was suggested that Gabriel Dolle was to give a clear recommendation on this proposal. 
11. Date of the General Assembly 2007

The next meeting is proposed to be held in Malta, on the occasion of the Calendar Conference on Thursday 11 October 2007 late in the afternoon. Exact time to be confirmed.
