Minutes of the Euro Meetings Spring Meeting
Euro Meetings Spring Meeting

12 March 2006, 10 a.m. – 12 p.m.
(Sports arena "Olympiysky")
The meeting began at 10:15 a.m.

1. Welcome by the President

On behalf of Euro Meetings, the President, Svein Arne Hansen, welcomed everyone to the spring meeting in the city of Moscow. The delegates rose for a minute’s silence in memory of Istvan Guylai, Secretary General of the IAAF, who had passed away during the night of 11 March and Ralf von der Lage. 
2. Roll call

The list of attendance was circulated for signature at the beginning of the meeting (see annex 1).

3. Minutes of the General Assembly in Reykjavik, Iceland 

There were no comments on the minutes of the General Assembly, which had taken place on 13 October 2005 in Reykjavik, Iceland (see annex 2). Regarding the point of the statutes/constitutions, it was suggested that the meeting directors should receive the papers in advance to enable everyone to study them prior to the next meeting.
4. Constitution changes

The proposed revised constitution/status was distributed (see annex 3). The revision was mostly about the wording, the terms used and the points that were out of date. The old version and the proposed revised version are attached. Comments or remarks on the Constitution changes are to be forwarded to the secretariat prior to the next meeting. 
It was also asked who the “member” was: the person or the meeting organiser, which was not the same. The member is the meeting organiser. 
As there was no longer a press officer, it was decided that the President would be the representative to deal with the press. 
The “accounting year” also had to be determined. It was confirmed to be from 1 September to 31 August. 
Some new points had to be put on the constitution, such as revisions of the constitution, and when the changes requested had to be sent out.
5. Travel and reimbursement 2006
The President welcomed Mr Don Quarrie, a former champion, who talked about points of travel and reimbursement, which was always a very tricky point. The conclusion was that everyone needed each other in order to work together and towards the same aim. It was also important for the meeting directors to have the correct details prior to or upon the arrival of the athletes (address, phone, etc.) to reclaim the taxes. Those details could also be sent out with the registration form, depending on each country organising the meetings. It was also mentioned to managers to respect the lanes attributed to athletes. 
Doping control: the manager (or any other accompanying person of the athlete’s choice) should be able to go with the athlete when he is requested for a test. This point should be checked with the IAAF and would be confirmed at the next meeting. For special meetings, it was not arranged to obtain the results of the tests. Therefore, those meetings should have a deal with the responsible body directly.
6. Calendar 2007/2008

The calendars were reviewed with all the meeting directors present (see annex 4), who were also reminded to send their meeting details to Alfonz Juck, in order to have the website updated. Should the meeting directors want to change the date of their meeting, it was requested to send those changes well in advance. This issue was also being discussed within the EAA as this was about the image of athletics in Europe, in order to avoid any conflicts. The EAA would keep Euro Meetings informed on the follow-up of this important issue. The EAA would fix a framework of the calendar and stop dates. The IAAF will take the final decision.
7. Any other business

Membership fees

Members of the Board

Svein Arne announced that, after eight years, he would step down from the presidency. The election would be held during the next meeting in October.

8. Date of the next General Assembly 2006
The next meeting will be held in the Golden Sand Resort, Varna, on 12 October 2006 at 6pm.
The President thanked Mikhail and Alex for organising the meeting room and for their hospitality and all meeting directors for attending the meeting. He wished all the participants a pleasant stay in Moscow.
