DNGalan 2005 - the first “Clean Sport Event”

Both athletes and event organisers must take more responsibility in the fight against doping. Clean Sport Event status is an initiative from the Swedish Foundation for Clean Sport (Ren Idrott). The idea is that athletes should pass “an anti-doping driving license” (Clean Sport Certificate) in order to be eligible to compete and that events can obtain Clean Sport Status by following the requirements set up by the foundation.
Event Requirements

In order to be a Clean Sport Event the organiser need to fulfil the following requirements:
· The Event Organizer must promote the event as a Clean Sport Event

· The Event Organizer shall only invite athletes who fulfill the requirements and have a Clean Sport Certificate

· Clean Sport’s (Ren Idrotts) Ambassadors should be the first athletes to promote the Event and fulfill the requirements

· TV-stations and Sponsors will be involved in the promotion

Athlete Requirements

In order for athletes to receive a Clean Sport Certificate, they need to fulfill the following requirements:

· two (2) out-of-competition doping tests within the last 12 months ( IAAF rules)

· full compliance with IAAF’s whereabouts requirements

· passed the theoretical Knowledge & Attitude Doping Test 

· not sanctioned for any serious doping offence (more than 18 months ban)
Clean Sport Certificate

The Clean Sport Certificate is a theoretical web-based attitude and knowledge test developed by International Doping Tests & Management (IDTM), in cooperation with Professor Ingemar Wedman at The Stockholm University College of Physical Education and Sports.
 

The intention is that athletes shall be encouraged to voluntary take the Clean Sport Certificate test and the certificate will be a form of an “anti-doping driving licence for athletes”. The aim is that athletes in the future shall be required to take the test and only athletes that have passed the theoretical web-based attitude and knowledge test should be eligible to participate in competition. 
The web-based test will be launched during, and in cooperation with, DNGalan in Stockholm, July 26, 2005. The Foundation for Clean Sport together with IDTM will be responsible for the test procedures.

 

DNGalan is the first Clean Sport Event (Ren Idrott Status) and encourages athletes participating in DNGalan 2005 to voluntary take the theoretical attitude and knowledge tests. The aim is that the test will be mandatory in the future and that only athletes that have passed the test and obtains the Clean Sport Certificate will be invited.
